1:1 Many people have set out to write accounts about the events that have been 
fulfilled among us. 2 They used the eyewitness reports circulating among us 
from the early disciples. 3 Having carefully investigated everything from the 
beginning, I also have decided to write an accurate account for you, most 
honorable Theophilus, 4 so you can be certain of the truth of everything you 
were taught. 

5 When Herod was king of Judea, there was a Jewish priest named Zechariah.

52  He has brought down princes from their thrones
            and exalted the humble.
53  He has filled the hungry with good things  
            and sent the rich away with empty hands.
54  He has helped his servant Israel
 and remembered to be merciful.
55  For he made this promise to our ancestors,
 to Abraham and his children forever.”
56  Mary stayed with Elizabeth about three months and then went back to  
 her own home.

57 When it was time for Elizabeth’s baby to be born, she gave birth to a son. 58 
And when her neighbors and relatives heard that the Lord had been very 
merciful to her, everyone rejoiced with her. 59 When the baby was eight days 
old, they all came for the circumcision ceremony. They wanted to name him 
Zechariah, after his father. 60 But Elizabeth said, “No! His name is John!”
